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California

Two California Assembly bills are drawing
the AIICP’s opposition. Assembly bill

2081 as currently drafted contains multiple
negative provisions, including: (1) requiring
third party administrators to report to
self-insured employers any “financial
interest” the TPA may have in a vendor;

(2) adding in anti-kickback provisions;

(3) proscribing certain limitations on how
utilization review services are paid for; and
(4) adding new reporting requirements
addressing reversed medical treatments.
Additionally, assembly bill 2969 seeks

to require physicians performing state-
mandated utilization reviews to be licensed
in California.

Florida

Last year, in order to adjust claims for
Citizens Property Insurance Corporation,
independent adjusters were allowed to
complete training online. This year, that
requirement has changed and independent
adjusters will be required to attend face-to-
face training in order to adjust 2008 losses.
If an independent adjuster completed
online training during the summer or fall
0f 2007, that training may not be valid to
adjust 2008 losses.

New York

A recent General Counsel opinion from
the New York Insurance Department
indicates that although TPAs are not
required to be licensed in New York, if
the TPA is performing functions that
do require a license, such as acting as
an independent adjuster, then the TPA
would need to obtain an appropriate
license. The opinion was sought by an
entity seeking to get licensed as a TPA
in another jurisdiction and requiring

a letter from New York stating that it
did not need a license in New York.
The New York Insurance Department
concluded that the entity’s activities
would need to be evaluated before
determining whether or not a license
was actually required.

July 2008

Oklahoma

The Oklahoma Legislature has
approved an amendment to the adjuster
licensure examination requirements.
Beginning July 1, 2008, adjuster
applicants will have 180 days after
approval of their application in which
to successfully pass an examination for
licensure. Additionally, the Oklahoma
Insurance Department will now permit
non-resident adjusters licensed in
Oklahoma to satisfy their continuing
education requirements in one of three
ways: by being licensed as a resident
adjuster in another state that has
continuing education requirements for
resident adjusters; by being licensed

as a non-resident adjuster in a state

or designated home state that has
continuing education requirements

for non-resident adjusters; or by being
licensed in Oklahoma as a non-resident
adjuster and completing the Oklahoma
continuing education requirements.
